  In the world politics (WP) various values ​​and meanings are always produced, but  not  just discovered.  In WP are  constantly arised a  new situations that makes the political system of the world unstable, changes occur in it at the same time and in different directions. This indicates that about WP have to think non-linearly, in the discourse of deviations from the logical expectations.
